Be sure not to discard or damage
the OEM rubber insulator or fasteners as they will be used
to mount the new system. Unbolt the resonator section at
the 2-bolt flange and remove it in a similar fashion.

— Step 2: Install the new resonator assembly by fastening
INTERMEDIATE it to the cataytic converter reusing the OEM fasteners.

U-bolt clamps should be tightened to
approximately 30-35ft-1bs. Inspect all fasteners after
25-50 miles of operation and retighten if necessary.
