Step-1 From underneath the vehicle, remove (1) nut and (2) bolts securing the driver side tow hook to 
the frame rail using an 18mm socket and 18mm wrench, (Fig 1 & 2).

Step-2 Remove the tow hook by pulling the tow hook out of the frame from the front of the bumper, 
then remove the foam tow hook access cover from behind the bumper. Note: the tow hooks and foam 
access covers will not be reinstalled. Note:  If your vehicle is not equipped with factory tow hooks 
skip step 1 and 2.

Step-3 On each side of the vehicle, cut and remove the area of the bumper cover to clear the mounting 
brackets, (Fig 3). Repeat for the passenger side.

Step-4 From the opening at the end of the driver side frame, position (1) M12 t-bolt inside the frame
with the bolt extending out through the obround shape hole on the side of the frame. Install (1) vinyl 
gasket on the bolt to keep the t-bolt from falling back into the frame. Repeat to install (1) M12 t-bolt in 
the round hole on the side of the frame, Fig 4). Note: To ease installation use the supplied pull wire to 
fish the t-bolts from the opening and out through holes in the frame.

Step-5 From the front of the bumper position the driver side lower mounting bracket through the 
opening in the bumper cover and up to the side of the frame, align the holes in the mounting bracket 
with the M12 t-bolts, then secure the mounting bracket to the side of the frame using the M12 t-bolts, 
(2) ½” flat washers, (2) ½” lock washers and (2) M12 hex nuts, (Fig 5 & 6). Do not tighten the nuts.

Step-6 From the opening at the end of the driver side frame, position (1) 3/8” t-bolt inside the frame 
with the bolt extending out through the hole in the bottom of the frame and lower mounting bracket. 
Secure the lower mounting bracket to the bottom of the frame using the 3/8” t-bolt, (1) 3/8” flat 
washer, (1) 3/8” lock washer and (1) 3/8” hex nut, (Fig 7). Do not tighten the nut. Note: To ease 
installation use the supplied pull wire to fish the t-bolt from the opening and out through hole in the 
frame and bracket. 

Repeat step 4 through 6 for the passenger side lower mounting bracket.

Step-7 Open the hood and locate the (10) plastic push pins  securing the radiator cover. Using a flat 
blade screw driver, pry the head of the push pins up, remove push pins and lift  radiator cover off. This 
will allow access to the bolts securing the top of the grille, (Fig 8).

Step-8 Using a 10mm socket and ratchet, remove the (4) screws (2) per side securing the top of the 
grille, (Fig 9). Working from side to side, gently pull outward on the grille to unsnap the clips by the 
head lights, and from the sides and center of the grille. Remove the grille from the vehicle.

Step-9 On each side of the vehicle, locate the (2) hex bolts attaching the top of the bumper to the inner 
bumper bracket, (Fig 10).  Using a 13mm socket remove the (2) hex bolts.

Step-10 Position the passenger side upper mounting bracket behind the inner bumper bracket, align 
the upper mounting bracket with the holes in the inner bumper bracket and bumper then reinstall the 
factory hex bolts, (Fig 11). Leave the hex bolts loose. Repeat to install the driver side upper mounting 
bracket.

Step-11Adjust the position of the upper mounting brackets so the surface of the upper brackets that 
attach to the grille guard are 39 7/16” apart then tighten the factory hex bolts, (Fig 12).

Step-13 Position the winch tray on top of the lower mounting brackets. Align the holes and secure the 
winch tray to each lower mounting bracket using (2) ½” x 1 ½” carriage bolts, (2) ½” flat washers, (2) 
½” lock washers and (2) ½” hex nuts, (Fig 13 & 14). Leave the nuts and bolts loose for final 
adjustment.  Note: If you are installing a winch, place the winch in the winch tray and refer to the 
winch manufacturer’s instructions for installation of the winch and  fairlead.

Step-14 Hold one of the grille guard side plates up in position on the outside of the upper and lower 
mounting brackets.

Step-15 Align the holes in the grille guard side plate with the holes in the upper and lower mounting 
bracket ,and the weld nuts on the winch tray  and attach the grille guard to the upper and lower 
mounting brackets using the supplied ½” x 1 ½” hex bolts, ½” flat washers, ½” lock washers and ½” 
hex nut, (Fig 15 & 16).

Step-16 Position the center plate between the grille guard side plates. Attach the center plate to 
each side plate using (2) 3/8” X 1 1/4” hex bolts, (4) 3/8” flat washers, (2) 3/8” lock washers and 
(2) 3/8” hex nuts, (Fig 17 & 18).

Note: Due to the variation in winch dimensions and  access to the winch controls,  the center plate 
can be deleted  from the installation.

Step-17 Position the top tube between the grille guard side plates. Attach the to the top tube to the 
side plates using (2) 3/8” X 1 1/4” hex bolts, (2) 3/8” lock washers and (2) 3/8” flat washers, (Fig 
19 & 20). Align the grille guard center section assembly, then and tighten all nuts and bolts for the 
grille guard center section assembly, winch tray and mounting brackets.

Step-18 Position the driver side brush guard up to the grille guard center assembly. Loosely attach 
the bottom of the  brush guard to the grille guard side plate using (1) 3/8” X 1 ¼” hex bolt and (1) 
3/8” lock washer . Attach the top of  the brush guard to the side plate using (2) 5/16” X 1” button 
head bolts, (2) 5/16” flat washers and (2) 5/16”  lock nuts, (Fig 21 & 22). Do not tighten. Repeat for 
the passenger side brush guard.

Step-19 Attach the driver side headlight protector (not shown) to the brush guard using (1) ¼” x ¾”
button head bolt, and the opposite end to the side plate using (2) 5/16” x 1” button head bolts, (2) 5/16”
flat washers and (2) 5/16” lock nuts. Repeat for the passenger side headlight protector. Align the grille
and brush guard assembly, and tighten all nuts and bolts.
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Go Rhino warrants to Buyer that for a period of five (5) years from the date of shipment of the product(s) (“Warranty Period”) for 
black finishes and chrome finishes, that such products will materially conform to the specifications set forth in Go Rhino’s 
specifications in effect as of the date of shipment(s) and will be free from material defects in material workmanship.

This warranty covers the cost of the product only and does not include the cost of removal, installation, third party modifications or 
shipping of the product.
